Weekend Competitions For 2012

During recent weeks the Competitions Committee bieen making decisions about the programme and foiiona
weekend competitions in 2012 with the main poirmg as follows;

The maximum handicap allowance for the major medaipetitions will be 24 namely the Wolmer Cup, May
Medal, Scouts Trophy, Kerridge Bowl, McAndrew Ciyike Butler Trophy and the Medallion. A maximum
handicap allowance of 24 will also apply for thewkend Cup.

The maximum combined handicap allowance for theJShn Rowland Winter Foursomes and the Burrell
Tankards will be 48. The handicap limits for theppar Foursomes will be 24 for men and 30 for tloeks

There will be five qualifying medal competitions filhe Medallion namely the Wolmer Cup, Scouts Tsoph
Kerridge Bowl, McAndrew Cup and Mike Butler TrophHyhose competitions will be played on one day only.

All other diaried weekend medals and stablefordsbei played over two days with adjusted tee-stgrtimes
to give more time for scheduling club matches, kraoat matches and social golf. A full handicap a#mce
will apply for those competitions apart from the yisledal where the maximum handicap allowance wéll b
24.

There will be three qualifying medals for the Kdge Bowl namely the Wolmer Cup, the May Medal dma t
Scouts Trophy, but members will still be requiredridicate their intention to play in the KerridBewl. A
sign-up sheet will be posted on the Competitiortecaboard several weeks in advance of the competitiith
a deadline date for entry.

If the event is oversubscribed by the deadline,daiembers will be selected to play according &rthest
qualifying performance in either the Wolmer Cupe tiflay Medal or the Scouts Trophy. Those balloted ou
will become reserves in order according to thelifying performance. Any late entrants will joinet back of
the queue.

As with the Medallion, the draw for the Kerridgewlawill be made according to each member’s perfamoe
in the qualifying medals with the winners of theeid qualifying medals going out last, those finighsecond
going out second last and so forth.

All members will be welcome to enter and play ire tWishart Trophy, but the event will be a scratch
competition with no handicap prizes.

The maximum handicap limit for entering to the $dnaTrophy will now be 12 so that all Category Idan
Category 2 players will be eligible to enter thenpetition.

As previously decided, the Completion Trophy wil played as a medal with all members (including-fiay
members) with active handicaps being eligible &ypl

The policy is to distribute all entry fees as primeney after deducting the cost (if any) of thephies or
goblets for the particular competition and alsadditional 15% to pay for the Medallion and Reddyilvhite
(where there are no entry fees) and to cover tisésaaf engraving cups and trophies and updatinginsn
boards.
